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The graphs show the tourist number to Australia and types of travels among

three nations.
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The two charts quantify the types of travelers who visited Australia and the
mode of their travel.



Overall, in 1995 the largest group of travelers to Australia were the Japanese.

However, by 2000 they had been replaced by visitors from the UK and the US.
In the 90’s most visitors used a travel agency but a decade later the majority of
tourists were backpackers.

In 1995 140,000 Japanese tourists visited Australia whereas there were only
around 100,000 visitors from the UK and the US. However, five years later in
2000 this demographic had reversed with US and UK visitors outnumbering
Japanese tourists by around 4 to 1.

The decade 1995 to 2005 provides clues to this change in tourist numbers.
After peaking in 2000, holidays organized by travel agencies dropped off
sharply. Backpacking saw a steady rise until by 2005 6 billion holidays were
taken this way, while, in the same year travel agencies organized around 7
billion trips.
